Academic performance

The scholarship is performance based. Throughout the semester 
the student needs to:
- Attend at least 80% of classes.
- Submit assessment on time.
- 80% pass rate (assessment).
- Follow QSFT policies and procedures (eg Code

If a student withdraws their enrollment during the 18 month 
period, the remaining time of the scholarship will be forfeited at 
the discretion of the School Board.
